Supplier survey and award
Following last year’s review of the Code of Good Practice, LIG’s main project for 2009/2010 was the implementation of the resulting plan. A survey of BIALL members was designed, which was approved first by Council in October 2009 and then by representatives of suppliers in January 2010. In the latter part of March 2010, therefore, LIG asked BIALL members to assess their suppliers relative to the principles of good practice promoted by BIALL through LIG. 144 members responded, and the comments received were passed on to the relevant suppliers.

The ratings in the survey were used to make nominations for a new Supplier of the Year award designed in cooperation with the Awards and Bursaries Committee, to be made at the BIALL conference. The results of the survey will be published to both suppliers and BIALL members after the conference.

Session at BIALL conference
In October 2009, LIG submitted a proposal to the Conference Committee for a session at the Brighton Conference in June 2010, which was subsequently approved. Representatives of major suppliers will form a panel, and will be asked questions on matters of importance to BIALL members by the Chair of LIG. The questions will in the main be designed by LIG in advance of the conference, based on the issues that have been raised in the course of the year. However, questions have also been solicited from BIALL members specifically for use in the session, and there will be an opportunity for BIALL members to ask questions on the day itself. The inspiration for the session is a similar one held by the Canadian Association of Law Librarians at each annual conference, and it is hoped that it will become a fixture of BIALL conferences.
Legal Online Resources Directory
Following a review of the purpose and value of LORD, and of committee time available for it, it was reluctantly decided in November 2009 that LORD be discontinued. Significant work had gone into developing the database, but it was increasingly out of date and, seemingly, of more interest to suppliers of legal information than to BIALL members, most of whom had not used it, and many of whom had not even heard of it. The decision was ratified by Council in January 2010.
Projects undertaken
Promotion of LIG to both suppliers of legal information and BIALL members will continue in the coming year. More suppliers sent representatives to the annual suppliers’ forum than ever before, while LIG has successfully recruited two new members, including the first academic law librarian to join the committee for some years.
A forthcoming issue of Legal Information Management will be themed around the issue of vendor relations. LIG members have been involved in suggesting ideas for articles within the issue, as well as potential authors. The Chair of LIG will be guest editor of the issue.

One resource that used to be available on the BIALL website was a collection of sample letters to be used as guides for BIALL members in communicating with their suppliers. They were removed from the website due to being rather old. In the latter part of 2010, LIG will thoroughly review and update these letters.
