Committee reports

Membership Services
They had had a meeting in Nottingham in January.  AD reported that they had only received 33 responses to the Institutional Members survey, it was suggested that the email should be sent out again.

SF agreed to print out a list of Institutional members for SD. 

An in-depth manual of information would be available on the BIALL Stand.  Enquiry referral forms would be devised for use on the stand.  Volunteers would be needed.

The Salary Survey was now available on the Members Only Area of the web site.  Shona McTavish had been asked to do the new Survey, which would be available in electronic copy by default.

The Committee felt that more use could be made of the BIALL Diary  on the web site by the Committees to list meetings.

AD had been in phone contact with Susan Scorey regarding the Membership Services section of the Strategy Review.

AD had also had information regarding the CILIP CDG National Student one day conference to be held at Aston University, it was felt that this would have been a good opportunity to advertise BIALL, AD would send the details to CMcA and SF.



      Professional Standards and Developments


      The last meeting of the Committee had been held on 30 January 2004.

There had been discussion on the Law for Librarians Course and the possibility of running it as a distance learning course, so that those outside London could benefit.

The Study Weekend in Newcastle in December had been very successful and had attracted more senior members of staff.  The 2004 Study weekend was already in the planning stage and would be held 5th –6th November in Bristol.

The Pre-Conference Seminar would be held on Thursday 10 June and would be a joint seminar with EIA.

The next Legal Reference Materials Course would be held on Monday 5th April at the LSE.

PSD had also discussed the Strategy Review and they had suggested that a virtual learning option for the Law for Librarians course should be actively pursued and Tony Simmonds would be taking this forward.  The contract with Westminster was already in place for next year.   The committee felt that they were already drawing on the expertise of the membership for running of the current courses and there were constraints on how much time people could give out of their working hours to this.  Jenny Barrow would be taking this forward for the Strategy Review.

External Affairs

CW reported that five applications had been received for the overseas conferences so far and it had been stipulated that each recipient would have to provide a report of the conference.

The International Conference bursary budget was £5000 for our members to attend the overseas conferences.  The bursaries were intended to be there as an assistance to attend the conference not to pay the whole cost.  There were reciprocal agreements with CALL, AALL, OSALL and ALLG to waive the conference fee for the official delegate of the Associations to attend the BIALL Annual Conference.  

Kluwer supported a librarian from Europe to attend the BIALL conference and Legal Library Services a librarian from outside Europe, both delegates would be asked to write a report.

The Betty Moys bequest had been discussed.  It could be used for supporting an overseas bursary or for someone who wished to undertake work experience abroad.

The committee would be meeting during the following week to finalise the bursaries.
