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Synopsis 





In September 2010, BPP University College began teaching the Legal Practice Course from its newly-opened law school in Bristol.





With only a single co-ordinating academic staff member on site, the course was largely taught and run from the Holborn law school in London; by a combination of distance learning methods and tutors from the Holborn law school making regular trips to Bristol to deliver lectures. A library was set up at the Bristol law school, which was also managed remotely from the Holborn location with no library staff based on site.





The challenge faced by the library was to provide an equivalent level of service to the students in Bristol as was being delivered to students at Holborn, only with no library staff present. This presentation describes how the challenge was met.














I have worked in the library/information profession for eighteen years, and been chartered for almost a decade. After previously holding posts in both academic and commercial law libraries, eventually I moved to the middle ground and for the past four years have held the role of Library Manager at BPP University College of Professional Studies.





I am currently the Chair of the BIALL Professional Development Committee.
